Dear Parents, Guardians and Students,

The Indiana State Department of Health announces the following changes for the 
2010-2011 school year.

a. All 6th – 12th grade students will be required to have one dose of meningococcal 
conjugate vaccine (MCV4). 

b. All 6th – 12th grade students will be required to have one dose of  tetanus-
diptheria-ascellular pertussis vaccine (Tdap) given on or after the 10th birthday.  

c. All 6th – 12th grade students will be required to have 2 doses of varicella vaccine, 
given on or after the first birthday, and separated by age-appropriate intervals as 
defined by the CDC, or a history of chickenpox disease.

During the 2009 legislative session, Indiana Code 20-34-4-2 was revised, requiring the 
State Department of Health to adopt rules under IC 4-22-2 to require school age children 
to receive additional immunizations against the following: Meningitis, Varicella, and 
Pertussis.  The additional immunizations required under the rules shall include an 
immunization booster if considered appropriate by the state department. 

“(d) The state department of health may expand or otherwise modify the list of 
communicable diseases that require documentation of immunity as medical information 
becomes available that would warrant the expansion or modification in the interest of 
public health.”

“(e) The state department of health shall adopt rules under IC 4-22-2 specifying the:
1. required immunizations;
2. child’s age for administering each vaccine;
3. adequately immunizing doses; and
4. method of documentation of proof of immunity.”

As directed by law, ISDH updated the school immunization portion of its Communicable 
Disease Rule.  The final adopted rule can be found at:
